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Olympic Terminology
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Olympic Theme


IRHO is an organization that strives to develop leadership skills within the many Resident Housing organizations across Indiana.  It is a unique group of individuals that set goals and overcome various barriers to accomplish these goals.  This year’s conference theme comes directly from these characteristics that have helped IRHO to stand the test of time.  For the past hundred years, the Olympic Games have stood for teamwork, unity, and a greater sense of peace.  With that in mind the University of Indianapolis would like to bring you the chance to experience the Olympics, IRHO style.  It is our goal to make this a conference where all will be accepted and where all can learn skills necessary for residence halls as well as for the real world.  We hope to have our Olympians shine like an eternal flame that is forever lighting desires and dreams within others.  We understand that this is conference that develops many different skills but we would also like to see a unity instilled within each of these delegates for not only their specific schools, but for the IRHO organization.  It is with great pleasure that we present to you IRHOC 2004, “Winter Olympics.”

History of UINDY

· In 1902 “Indiana Central University” was founded after the United Brethren Christ church.

· It’s doors opened in 1905 to 74 students and 10 faculty members, led by President Rev. Dr. John T. Roberts.  

· By 1921 the newly named “Indiana Central College” had intercollegiate sports and academic teams.

· To enhance school pride, in 1926, the greyhound became the school mascot.

· In 1986 the school became affiliated with the Methodist church and the school’s name was changed for the final time to the “University of Indianapolis.”  

· Today, total enrollment of 4,000 includes full and part-time undergraduate and graduate students.

· U of I houses a diverse student body that includes students from many different states and over 60 different nations.

· The University of Indianapolis continues to grow, with rising International enrollment, the construction of a fifth residence hall, and a newly remodeled Schwitzer Student Center.

Resident Life at UINDY

 The University of Indianapolis has a continuously growing resident student population.  Currently, we have the capacity to house 992 students in 5 residence halls.  In addition, our campus apartments provide housing for up to 160 students.  With continued demand for housing, next fall our university is scheduled to open availability to another 65 resident hall spaces and 160 apartment spaces.

A unique characteristic to the University of Indianapolis residential living is the vast spectrum of living arrangements.  To begin with, Cravens Hall is a 3-floor all-female resident hall.  Each room is equipped to house two students and contains moveable beds.  

Warren Hall houses both female and male students on separate wings on five floors.  The room set-up is identical to that of Cravens, except that all room furniture including the beds are stationary.  

Cory Bretz Hall, a 3-floor residence hall, is fashioned exactly like Warren Hall, but houses more students per floor.  

New Hall presents a drastically different living arrangement as the 3-floor building is divided into three wings; two wings housing males, and one wing housing females.  In this building, the 3-4 rooms on each floor share a common living area, referred to as a “quad”, adjacent to the bedroom.  

The most recently built residence hall is Central Hall.  Differing even further from the traditional residence hall, the building was designed to accommodate the needs of older resident students.  This building is designed with the rooms in a suite-style; two bedrooms share a common living and kitchen area.  Unlike all the other residence halls, Central Hall also features private bathrooms for each room.  Also, all room furniture is moveable and customizable.

Campus Apartments are located on the northwest side of campus; each unit has two bedrooms and a bathroom.  Each is also equipped with a kitchen and pantry and has washer/dryer hookup.

Features common in all the residence halls include room-controlled heating and cooling units.  All rooms are equipped with phone, cable and Internet services.  All halls also house community kitchen and laundry services and vending machines.  Only Cory Bretz and Central Hall are completely handicap accessible at this time.

In regards to policies, all residential living prohibits the possession of alcohol and illegal drugs.  Though currently smoking is permitted in personal rooms with the roommate’s consent, a “Smoke-Free” policy will be implemented in all the halls effective next fall.  Visitation varies as well.  In Warren and Cravens Hall, comprised mostly of freshman, visitation is 9am-12am on weekdays and 9am-2am on weekends.  In Cory Bretz Hall and New Hall, weekday visitation is the same, however there is 24-hour visitation on the weekends.  Central Hall, comprised almost solely of upper-classmen has 24-hour visitation, 7 days a week.

Olympic Committee Members

Entertainment-Beccah Willis

Beccah is a sophomore, majoring in Biology/Pre-Physical Therapy, and minoring in Chemistry and Spanish.  She is a first year resident assistant in New Hall, a member of the Cross Country and Track teams, and is currently serving as the Vice President of RHA.  Beccah has attended one IRHOC conference and would like to ensure that the atmosphere of IRHOC 2004 is fun, refreshing, friendly, and most of all, memorable!

Opening Ceremony-Missy Hendrickson

Missy is a junior with a major in Psychology and a minor in Philosophy.  She has resided in the residence halls and been an active member of Residence Hall Association for three years.  Missy’s goal for IRHOC 2004 is to unite the schools and inspire the delegates to become better leaders.  She hopes to help the Olympians be enthusiastic, have fun, and represent their school and IRHO through an increased level of spirit and pride while still leading the conference in an organized manner.

Programming-Karen Zielke

Karen is a junior and currently majoring in nursing.  She has been involved in RHA for the past 2 years.  In that time she attended FBM ‘01, GLACURH ‘01, IRHOC ’02 and was the chair for FBM ’02.  Karen currently serves as the Student Advisor for RHA.  She is also a member of the Student Nursing Association and works on campus in the student-nursing lab.  Karen’s goal for IRHOC ’04 is to promote leadership and make new friendships while having a blast at the Olympics!  She hopes to bring to the conference staff experience, leadership, and an open-minded fun-loving personality!

Philanthropy-Victoria Duncan

Victoria is a sophomore Nursing major, specializing in Neonatal care, and she also has a minor in Spanish. Victoria is co-President of her resident hall’s council, and is extremely involved in the UINDY RHA. Her goals for the 2004 IRHOC Community Service is to extend a hand to those in the community in need and promote awareness on the campuses of the IRHOC participants.

Advisor-Rachel Schwering

Rachel is a first year graduate student getting her Masters in Mental Health Counseling with an undergraduate degree in Psychology from UINDY.  In addition to being the RHA advisor, she is a first year Residence Director with previous experience as an RA for two years at UINDY.  While pursuing her undergraduate degree and working as a resident assistant Rachel was a member of RHA for two years and now has moved up into the advisor position.  Rachel looks forward to hosting IRHOC and having the conference be a learning experience where everyone can have fun, learn new ideas, and meet new people.  

Co-Chair-Jonathan Kowalczyk

Jonathan is a junior currently majoring in Religion and Business Education.  He enjoys running track, reading, and long, romantic walks on the beach.  He has resided in the residence halls for the past three years while being active in both UINDY’s RHA and IRHO.  For the past year, Jonathan served IRHO as their Assistant Director of Information and Technology helping to maintain the IRHO listserv and the IRHO web page.  He brings IRHO experience and IRHO enthusiasm with hopes that IRHOC 2004 we will be a conference to remember!

Co-Chair-Amber Rohrs

Amber is a sophomore and is currently majoring in Biology with a minor in German.  She has resided in the residence halls for the past two years and is actively involved in RHA.  In the past year and a half that she has been involved in RHA she has attended IRHOC ’02 and GLACURH ’02. She hopes to bring a fun and exciting spirit to IRHOC and hopes to help make it memorable for all of the Olympians!

Olympic Committees 

Opening Ceremony/Spirit

The Opening Ceremonies will be held in Lilly Science Hall room number 210.  This room has the capacity of approximately 150 Olympians.  Lilly Science Hall is completely handicapped accessible.  The audio and visual capabilities are, but not limited to, compact discs, cassette, and slide show.  If a cassette is to be used, it is asked that it be cued to the proper starting point.  

The Opening Ceremony will begin with the Parade of Nations Roll Call.  The Parade of Nations will consist of a performance by each country that will be in a form of a dance/skit.  The time constraints are three minutes minimum and four minutes maximum.  The dimensions of the performance area are ten feet by twenty feet.  A panel of three Olympic Staff will determine the winners of the event from the following criteria:  School representation, IRHO representation, incorporation of theme, incorporation of residence halls, costume, enthusiasm and spirit, and the use of their flag/banner.  The banner must be representative of a flag and must be used during the role call.  The awards for Roll Call will be presented during the Closing Ceremonies. Following the Parade of Nations, the Torch Bearer (motivational speaker) will come forth and present his Olympic moments and speak on how to become a dynamic leader.  

The banner must appear like a flag that represents the Olympian’s country (school).  The flag must be double-sided and attached to a pole. The flag must have the dimensions of four feet by three feet and the pole must be six feet in length.  The Olympic Committee will judge the banner flag based on the following aspects:  the correct dimensions, creativity, theme based, residence hall incorporation, school based, overall appearance, and originality.  The award for the banner will be presented to the winning school during the closing ceremonies.          

The Spirit Award will be based on the overall participation and enthusiasm displayed at the conference.  The Olympic Committee will be observing each school through the entire conference.  Criteria for this competition include the total points from the banner competition, total amount of points from Roll Call, conference unity (the ability to cheer with and for other schools), proper registration, attendance in programs, number of programs the school presents, participation in the Philanthropy project, and the ability to follow the rules for quiet areas on campus.  Bonus points will be awarded to schools who are extraordinarily enthusiastic and those who make a lasting effect on the Olympic Committee.  The Spirit Award will be presented during the closing ceremonies.              
Entertainment
Friday Night’s “IRHOC Warm-Up” will be an evening for socializing, fun, and IRHO luv!!  Special events include karaoke, dancing, and crafts (creating your own Olympic memorabilia).  All the fun will take place in the Atrium Venue of the Schwitzer Student Center at 9:15pm until 12:30am.

Saturday evening will be a great night for the Olympians to relax at the “Cool Down” dance party.  An event that will allow all Olympians to showcase their jive, dancing talents out on the floor with music by Master Gains Sound.   The “Cool Down” dance party will take place in the DC Venue while swap shopping takes place out in the Atrium Venue.  Both Venues are located in the Schwitzer Student Center and all the fun starts at 9:30pm until 12:30am.

For those Olympians looking for other types of fun and activities, Olympic Village will be the place for you.  Both Friday and Saturday nights, Olympic Village will provide Olympians the chance to watch great Olympic Films (such as “Cool Runnings” and “The Cutting Edge”) in the personal movie theatre, play both board and card games, and take part in a giant game of twister!  Along with these great activities Olympians will find that our hospitality room is always full of food and located conveniently in Olympic Village. 

Programming

The goals for programming are to incorporate a variety of topics that promote better leadership and overall personal growth and development.  The rooms provided for programming are all located in the Esch Hall Venue.  The Esch Hall Venue is located within about a 100 meter walk from Schwitzer Student Center (the venue where Olympians will be staying).  Esch Hall is wheelchair accessible and has classrooms that can meet a variety of programming needs and are all audio/visual capable.  The University’s Media Services can provide any overhead projectors, laptop, power point projectors and TV/VCRs needed for programs.  Program selection process will be based on creativity, uniqueness, and benefit to those attending the conference.  The program categories are:

· Training for the Gold – Personal Wellness

· Achieving Olympic Dreams – Leadership

· Olympic Outreach – Community Service

· Parade of Nations – Diversity/Education

· Swifter, Higher, Stronger – Motivation/Personal Growth

· Carrying the Torch – Advisor Programs

For every five delegates a school brings, at least one program must be submitted.  This will help to ensure a greater number and variety in programs presented!  

Along with programming there will also be at least one roundtable held during each lunch grouping.  While half of the Olympians are eating lunch, the other half will have the opportunity to interact in a roundtable.  Roles will reverse and the Olympians who were eating will have the chance to take part in a roundtable of their own!  These roundtables will be based on topics that are current concerns at many universities, in hopes of getting communication and proper feedback from all of the participating schools.  

Philanthropy

The Community Service of IRHOC 2004 will be geared toward incorporating fun and celebration with outreach and caring for the community. One of the programs we will implementing is a sale of IRHOC 2004 lapel pins with proceeds going to a charity of our choice. The Olympics have always been a time of sharing and love.  Pin collecting has been one of the great activities associated with the Olympics in its attempt to bring people of different backgrounds together on a common ground.  This year’s Olympic pin will be designed specifically for IRHOC 2004 with the Conference logo.  The UINDY RHA has already volunteered to front the cost for the making of the pins so that all proceeds collected from the purchase of pins can go directly to charity.  

The second program will be the “Get and Give Back” giveaway.   Delegates will be encouraged to bring extra money with them to the Conference to purchase “raffle” tickets.  Throughout the Friday night entertainment tickets will be pulled randomly and delegates will win great prizes (DVD player, gift certificates, CDs, etc.).   The UINDY RHA has also volunteered to donate the prizes for this giveaway so that once again all proceeds collected from the ticket sales can go to a charity of our choice (Riley’s Children’s Hospital).  The money collected from the pin sales and the giveaway will be combined with a donation from the UINDY Residence Hall Association and used to purchase Toys for the children. The winners of the raffle will then deliver the toys directly to the children as a “Get and Give Back” philanthropy service. This way several delegates will be given the chance to actually be involved in a project of importance.  We also hope to videotape the visit to Riley’s in hopes of bringing it back to show the rest of IRHO at the closing ceremony.  Through these programs we hope to raise the idea of not just giving money to charity but actually getting involved in one.

Registration

Registration will be online for this particular conference.  At our IRHOC “Winter Olympic” website  irhoc2004.tripod.com  schools will be able to find our online registration.  At this point we have not discussed designated dates that registration shall be due, but we do promise that registration will be up considerably early.  We plan on having it prepared and ready before GLACURH 2003.  We hope that this will give a considerable amount for proper preparation for the various schools and their delegations.  

Olympic Village Info
Housing 

Olympic Village will be the main area where our Olympians will be housed.  Olympic Village is located in the basement of our newly renovated Schwitzer Student Center.  There Olympians will find 3 adjacent, connected classrooms where their sleeping quarters are located.  These rooms are large enough with comfort and space allowing for at least one of these rooms to be designated as a “quiet” room.  

Head Coaches will be housed at the local Days Inn Hotel.  The Hotel is approximately five minutes away from the UINDY campus.  Each room will be assigned to two Head Coaches.  For those Head Coaches wishing to have a single, arrangements can be made.  
Business Meetings 

Across from the sleeping quarters, Assistant Coaches (HCCs) and Judges (IRHO Directorship) will find room 004 which will be designated for business meetings.  The room is technologically capable for business meeting needs while being comfortable and familiar to many of the Coaches and Judges (the same type of room used at the 2002 FBM).  The room will be situated so that a gallery can be invited for viewing business meeting transactions.  
Hospitality  

In Olympic Village you will also find the Hospitality room, which will be located in room 005.  There Olympians will find all types of snacks and food for their consuming pleasure.  The Hospitality room will be open on Friday 9:15pm-12:30am and Saturday 9:00pm-12:30am. 
Entertainment

Olympic Village will also be the site for several Entertainment activities including board games, card games, and a mini-movie theater that seats close to 50 people.   
Olympic Headquarters 

Room 006, in the basement of Schwitzer, will be the site for the IRHOC Olympic Staff headquarters.  This room will be manned at all times, for any necessary help that may be needed by the Olympians.  

Security 

For the protection of all of the Olympians, the basement of Schwitzer will only be accessible by conference delegates and Campus Security.  On campus Olympians will also be able to spot several emergency phones, which are distinctly noticeable by bright, blue lighting.  It is also imperative to point out that our campus security’s office is also in Olympic Village (the basement of Schwitzer Student Center).  They are to be contacted only in the most extreme of emergencies.   

Technology

The University of Indianapolis is technologically capable in all areas necessary.  We have full AV capabilities as needed.  Please request such needs in advance.

Conference Meals

Friday night, Olympians will have to fend for themselves for their dinner.  At registration, coupons and directions to area restaurants will be available for the delegates.

On Saturday, both breakfast and lunch will be served in the dining center in the Schwitzer Student Center.  Both meals will be buffet style.  Breakfast foods will consist of breakfast meats, eggs, hash browns, and “make em yourself” waffles.  Lunch will consist of pizza, burgers, grilled chicken, salad bar, and a variety of other foods.  

The Saturday night banquet will also be held in the student-dining center.  This meal will also be a buffet-style event.  It will be an Italian meal including spaghetti and different types of lasagna.  (And yes I do intend for this banquet to be both tasty and elegant).

Sunday’s breakfast will be a “grab & go,” type meal.  Fruits, pastries, and beverages will be available in the Atrium near checkout.  This is for those schools that will be needed something quick to munch as they head home!

For those delegates who need vegan or vegetarian options, they will be available and can be noted on registration.  A majority of the meals that will be served will be provided by the University’s food services.  At this time, we are currently looking at other options in hopes of bringing a better variety to the conference.

Conference Rules

Throughout the various buildings and venues on the UINDY campus, certain rules will always apply.  There will be specific areas designated as “No Cheer” zones in order to comply with other campus activities.  Each delegate must sign and submit a “Drug/Alcohol and Liability” release form.  These rules are based on both IRHO and UINDY regulations.  As pertinent, UINDY school policies will be posted.

Check-In 

Registration will take place in the Atrium of Schwitzer Student Center, which is located on the building’s main floor.  Registration will take place from 3:00pm-6:00pm.   
Transportation 

Parking will be located just between the Schwitzer Student Center and the Ruth Lilly Fitness Center.  This leaves most delegates with about a 50-meter walk to the building.  A parking area will be designated for Olympian drop-off.  From there registration will be completed and emptying of vehicles will take place.  Handicap parking places will also be accessible as needed. 
Extra parking for Olympian transportation will be located between Krannert Memorial Library and Cory Bretz Hall.  It is about a 300-meter walk to the Schwitzer Student Center.

Questions most asked about IRHOC bids:

The date for the conference is currently Feb. 13-15, 2004.  Do you have a back-up date?

Yes, our back-up date is currently March 5-7, 2004.   

Are your facilities handicap accessible?

Yes, each of our buildings have ramps and elevators.  

Do you have vegan and vegetarian meal options?

Yes, all of the meals will be suited to our delegates’ preferences as described in their individual registration.

Do you have the proper technology for programs, presenters, and business meeting activities?

Yes, UINDY’s media services is more that willing and capable for any technological needs that may be necessary.  

Is there any possible way to get beds for the delegates?

Sorry, but no.  UINDY is a growing campus and we are finding that most of those materials and spaces needed for proper bedding is not available.  We have also noted that past HCCs found it more suitable to have the “sleep-over” effect for their delegations as it promoted unity and IRHO luv (the clean kind of course).

Is there any way to bring the meal/hospitality prices down?

As of right now, the preparation of this bid has not included any donations in the food department.  That is one of the key tasks that our conference staff will be hitting.  We HOPE to bring the price down considerably in that area.

I noticed several donations already…where did they come from?

As of right now the Resident Life Department and Resident Hall Association have each promised huge financial support in those particular areas (RLD=Administrative Costs, RHA=Philanthropy Costs).

Will the price per delegate go down at all?

I sure hope so.  I cannot promise anything, but I am almost 98% sure that it will go down.  As stated before we have not started our donation campaign and we do intend to write and contact several different corporations.  We also hope to contact several on campus organizations for donations of certain materials and monetary sums.  Our goal as a staff is to have the cheapest IRHOC to date, but just remember that we cannot promise anything.  

What will make UINDY’s IRHOC different from any other host school’s?

Several things including:  a unique philanthropy, hopefully a low cost per delegate, a central location, considerable conference experience, extensive preparation, and EARLY registration.  We understand how important registration and having the right info can be.  So we intend to have things up and running with online registration before this school year lets out.  This will enable the various schools the chance to prepare top-notch Olympic delegations.
